In addition to streaming on the internet, we were 
able to expand the ministry with a new translator. I 
will always remember the day that we went on the 

air in Walker.  I was on my way to the Twin Cities 
that day and I went right through Walker about the 
time we went live on the air.  I remember looking 
around in town for the translator tower and all of a 

sudden I looked up the hill and there it 
was.  I heard Phil talking on the station 
so I called him on my cell phone to tell 
him that I was listening in Walker.  He 
was pretty excited and so was I.  It 
almost seemed too good to be true to 
be hearing Q107 loud and clear in 
Walker. 

 

Now for the rest of the story.  Late in 
the year and maybe even the very be-
ginning of 2006, Phil made an announce-
ment on the air that we had exceeded 
our share-a-thon goal.  If all of the sup-
port comes in as pledged we would 
exceed our goal of $155,000.  What a 
testimony to the great God that we 

serve.  What an awesome way to wrap up a fantas-
tic year and begin a new one.  God has truly blessed 
Q107 throughout 2005 and we have so much to 
give Him thanks for.
